Service, be it to Michigan State University, the School of Packaging and the packaging profession is one of the primary objectives of the MSU Packaging Alumni Association. Not only does it assist others but it also reflects positively on the MSUPAA.  In an effort to encourage, recognize and reward those who have demonstrated a history of continuous service in the above areas, the MSUPAA Service Award has been developed. 

The selection is made annually from candidates who have demonstrated continuing outstanding volunteer service to Michigan State University’s School of Packaging and/or meritorious service to the packaging community on a local, state, national or international level. Candidates must possess the highest standards of integrity and character to positively reflect and enhance the prestige of Michigan State University’s School of Packaging and the packaging profession.
 

· Nominations for the Michigan State University (MSU) Packaging Alumni Association (PAA) Service Award can be a self nomination or come from someone nominating an individual.

· Inaugural award will be in Q1 of 2011.

· Nominations must be postmarked by the established deadline for submissions.  Deadline will be December 1st of the previous calendar year (i.e. – December 1st 2010 for announced winner in Q1 of 2011.

· One PAA Service Award will be awarded per year.

· Announcement of the award winner will coincide with other general award announcement events coordinated by the PAA.

· Ongoing maintenance and administration of the award will be managed by the MSU PAA Awards Committee.

· The MSU PAA Awards Committee will select between 3 – 5 individual volunteers from within the MSU PAA membership to form a selection sub-committee.  At least 1 individual on the sub-committee must be from the MSU PAA Awards Committee and at least 1 individual must be from the MSU PAA board.

· No MSU PAA board member can be considered for the award while they are on the board.
